Penn State Pointers »  Planting the Right Tree

When landscaping, you should consider how a tree suits
a site and how it will look long after planting.

Factors in selecting the right tree include:

1 TEMPERATURE

° Choose a tree that is suitable for the climate.
A southern tree, or a tree grown from southern
seed sources, usually will not do well in the
northern climate.

MOISTURE

Estimate the amount of rainfall in your area.
If planting in an urban area, ask about water
restrictions. Also, a tree surrounded by con-
crete or asphalt often won't get much water.

SOIL COMPOSITION

Most trees do well in neutral or slightly acidic
soils. Limestone in soils or in concrete side-
walks and roads affects nearby trees. Take
special care preparing site in compacted soils.

DRAINAGE

A tree that gets too much water will be un-
healthy. It is important that the soil around a
tree drains properly and is not swampy or too
wet. Note if there’s water from runoff sources.

W\e Big trees need big space. Analyze the ‘grow-
